Basic Rules for Face-to-face Lectures Participants at Korea University

"It's possible when we keep it together."

1. Refrain from coming to school if you have a fever (above37.5°C), cough,
chest pain, etc.

2. Please cooperate with checking body temperature when entering buildings
in an orderly manner, and bring the student ID with you at all times.

- ID to be used as basic data when giving access to buildings and
conducting epidemiological survey.

3. Make sure to wear a mask during lectures

4. Keep distance in the classroom - to sit in a marked seat only

5. Sterilize your seat with ethanol tissue before the lecture begins.

6. Keep physical distance of at least 1 meter from one another outside the
classroom as well & wear a mask

7. Cover your mouth and nose with your sleeve when you cough

8. Wash your hands frequently for 30 seconds and sterilize personal items on
a daily basis (bags, cell phones, laptops, etc.) on which big droplets can settle
9. Refrain from attending group events (department/class meetings, student

events, etc.)
